problems brought to City Critters’ attention will either be 
resolved with our help or not at all. This is because the 
sheer number of homeless animals, especially cats, is so 
overwhelming and the agency charged with caring for 
them is so underfunded. Economic pressures resulted in 
people giving up pets in increased numbers throughout 
2008, and we expect owner surrenders and abandonments 
to increase dramatically in 2009 as more people are forced 
to move, often to no-pet housing. 

In such uncertain times charities face extra challenges. 
Donors are feeling the crisis and cutting back just as the 
need for our services increases. We expect no bailouts. 
Your help is more important now than ever. 

In 2008, City Critters accepted more than 220 animals 
facing euthanasia from the city’s “open admissions” 
shelter. We helped provide vet care and find homes for 
more than 300 cats and dogs received from private 
owners and rescued from the street, and helped get basic 
veterinary care, including spay/neuter, for many more. 

City Critters has over 50 smart, talented and dedicated 
volunteers who serve our community’s companion 
animals in need. Our group is known for doing a little bit 
of everything when it comes to cats, including working 
with hoarding situations, participating in emergency CCI founders came together to help stray cats in 
rescues and trap-neuter-return projects, facilitating low downtown Manhattan and our efforts there continue 
cost spay/neuter services for low income neighbors’ pets unabated.
